The big thing happening right now has been wrestling with the SASS Firearms Covenants

As you will remember there was at the SASS convention it was decided to table item 11 and form a committee to write a document concerning allowable weapons modifications.  

Item 11 reads;

If a part of a firearm has been clearly altered and the part is visible without

Disassembly, that is to say the part can be seen by the normal handling of the firearm, (such as the case with the Lighting Rod) then the part is illegal.

Well, this committee has created something called the Firearms Covenants in response to Item 11.

Those of you who keep pace with the latest SASS news should be aware that this text is out, and we have until February 15 to send in our club vote. I will make this 8 page document available to all members, either in print at the February match or you can email me for a copy of the document. 
If you will send me an email to kirby@goodygoody.com, I will see that you are emailed a copy.  You will need Adobe Reader to view the document in the email. We will be voting by a show of hands both Saturday and Sunday (Feb 11 and 12). I will try to answer any questions, but please don’t bombard me with “Whatifs?”

There has been a lot of talk on the national level concerning the changes and how they will affect the game we play. I see some things that I am not in agreement with in the document, but when taken as it is written, in it’s entirety, it will go a long way to establish standards and principles that we can move forward with. 
Remember that we do not have the luxury of changing or dropping items in the document; it must be voted on as is. I am quite certain that everyone would disagree with some aspects of the document, as I do, but would hope that wouldn’t cause you to look at the whole process negatively.

This is an important step in the evolution of this game we play and I know that everyone here will remain civil in the dealings about this. Those of you who read the SASS wire have seen some tempers flair, with some innuendo and some outright name calling. I’m sure that we will do better.
